Wayne Thiebaud is one of the most celebrated and 
acclaimed American realist painters of the twentieth 
century.  Born in 1920, Thiebaud is still actively painting 
today at ninety years old.  Thiebaud's is a career rich and 
full of artistic experience, from an early training in 
commercial illustration to a period spent working with and 
absorbing the tenets of the New York School of abstract 
expressionist painters.  Many critics wanted to label him as 
an American Pop artist, although this designation never sat 
well with Thiebaud.  Throughout, however, he has 
remained true to his singular vision, one perhaps most 
closely allied to French realist painters like Manet or 
Courbet, rooted in the close observation and highly 
personalized representation of the natural and unnatural 
world of modern life. 
 
Most well-known for his still-life and figurative works, beginning in the mid 1960s, Thiebaud developed an 
avid interest in painting the American landscape.  His landscapes encompass works of both a rural and urban 
nature, and perhaps the most striking of these deal with the manipulation of forms, space and perspective of 
the landscape.  Thiebaud himself has said about his landscape painting, "I'm not just interested in the 
pictorial aspects of the landscape -- see a pretty place and try to paint it -- but in some way to manage it, 
manipulate it, or see what I can turn it into." 
 
This summer, Gerald Peters Gallery in Santa Fe, is pleased to present a retrospective of Wayne Thiebaud’s 
mountain scenes.  Viewed from dramatic, plunging perspectives enhanced by the striking color palette and 
visible effects of light that Thiebaud is known for, mountain paintings from the 60s to 2010 will be on view.
